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Acteurs de la renaissance culturelle mexicaine, Edward Weston, Tina Modotti et
Manuel Álvarez Bravo ont été impliqués dans un dialogue global sur le modernisme à
travers des liens transatlantiques. Les réseaux s'organisant autour d’eux montrent que
Mexico a été une capitale moderniste rivalisant avec Paris et New York dans l’entre-
deux-guerres.

This video was presented at the Silver Atlantic conference at the Jeu de Paume (Paris)
on October 2, 2021, in the context of the “Masterworks of Modern Photography, 1900-
1940” exhibition on view at the time. This explains why the presentation focuses
primarily on photographs from the Thomas Walther Collection. The conference was
organized as part of the Transatlantic Cultures project. Images are used for research
and scholarship under the fair use doctrine.
